Evaluation of the work of over 800 councillors
of 16 city councils of regional centers based
on the results of their third year in office,
monitoring of councillors’ biographies, and
provision of personalized recommendations
to councillors on how to improve their
performance.

Regulating, promoting and advocating for
proper standards of performance of local
council members: the campaign’s partner
organizations in Odesa, Rivne and Sumy were
involved in working groups of city councils

to develop amendments to the charters of
these communities. In Cherkasy, the campaign
partners advocated for the adoption of a
council regulation on reporting by deputies,
as well as for the introduction of relevant
amendments to the regulations.

Deputy Workshop Initiative: enhancing
the competencies of local deputies,
representatives of local authorities and
civil society on topical issues of local self-
government through webinars.

Providing regular information to residents of
regional centers about the activities of their
deputies and analytical materials on the state
of local self-government during martial law:
public monitoring of the campaign covered
the activities of more than 1150 deputies

of councils of 22 cities-regional centers
(except for Donetsk, Luhansk regions and the
Autonomous Republic of Crimea).

Successful continuation of the campaign
“Youth in Local Government”: 15 oblast centers,
310 youth representatives gained practical
skills and new knowledge about working as
an assistant to a city councilor, and had the
opportunity to ask questions and get answers
from the present deputies. Another 178 young
people took part in the second round of
intellectual and educational games on local
democracy. After the training in Khmelnytskyji,
one of the participants began working as an
assistant to a city council member.
