PLANNING AND RECOVERY
AT THE MUNICIPAL LEVEL

The project is implemented by Partnership for
Transparency Europe, NGO “4U” and Odesa
regional organization of the Committee of Voters
of Ukraine in partnership with the Agency for
City Initiatives, NGO “Economic Development
Agency” and Kherson regional organization of
the Committee of Voters of Ukraine with funding
from the Bundesministerium fur Wirtschaftliche
Zusammenarbeit und Entwicklung and the Czech
Republic within the framework of the REPAIR
Ukraine initiative.

REPAIR Ukraine (Recovery Participatory
Accountable Integrity) is a comprehensive
initiative aimed at promoting higher standards of
reconstruction and recovery processes in Ukraine.

Defining the principles that community
recovery processes should meet. Development
of a methodology for assessing the level of
compliance of community recovery processes
with these principles and a methodology for
monitoring the transparency and integrity of
individual recovery projects.

Pilot evaluation and monitoring of the
developed methodologies for recovery
processes and reconstruction facilities in
communities.

Preparation of analytical reports and packages
of recommendations for each community
based on the results of the assessment and
monitoring. Present and discuss them in the
communities to raise the standards of recovery
and reconstruction.

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The purpose of the organisation’s activities in this
area is to promote democratic transformations in
society, foster the development of representative
institutions, and strengthen the capacity of
political actors in Ukraine.

The all-Ukrainian public campaign “Attestation of
Local Councillors” is aimed at increasing the level
of openness and accountability of local council
deputies, as well as raising public awareness
among local communities about the activities

of their elected representatives. The initiative
was launched in 2015 in Odesa, and in 2025 it
covered 10 regional centers: lvano-Frankivsk,
Kropyvnytskyi, Lutsk, Lviv, Mykolaiv, Odesa, Sumy,
Kharkiv, Khmelnytskyi, and Chernihiv.

Evaluation of the performance of local
councillors: Assessment of the work of
over 480 councillors from 10 city councils
of regional centers based on the results

of their fourth year in office, monitoring of
councillors’ biographies, and provision of
personalised recommendations to improve
their performance.

Monitoring of Members of Parliament from the
Odesa region: An assessment of the activities
of 13 Members of the Verkhovna Rada of
Ukraine over six years of parliamentary service.
The monitoring was aimed at increasing
transparency and accountability of MPs’ work
before citizens.

Monitoring of asset transparency of Members
of Parliament: An analysis of asset declarations
of MPs from the Odesa region over the five-
year constitutional term of the Verkhovna Rada
of the 9th convocation. The study was aimed
at strengthening integrity and openness in
parliamentary activities, tracking the dynamics
of property and financial indicators, and
enhancing accountability during the continued
work of parliament under martial law.

Youth engagement and development of the
expert environment: Within the framework of
the campaign, internships were organised for
political science students who were involved in
analytical and monitoring activities.

Participation in improving city governance:
Experts of the initiative contributed to the
development of the updated Charter of

the City of Odesa, providing professional
recommendations to enhance transparency,
inclusiveness, and accountability of local
authorities. A number of the proposed
recommendations were incorporated into the
final version of the document, strengthening
its compliance with modern approaches to
community governance and contributing to the
development of high-quality local democracy
institutions.

Development and adoption of territorial
community charters: The project focused on
providing comprehensive expert support to
local self-government bodies of Odesa oblast
in the drafting, public discussion, and adoption
of territorial community charters and relevant
amendments to council regulations.

“In times of instability and rapid change,

a transparent budget process is essential for
maintaining trust in local authorities. However,
the study shows that transparency practices
and citizen engagement in shaping budget
policy remain sporadic and unsystematic, even
though both directly depend on the political
will of local self-government bodies. While
martial law limits opportunities for public
events, it does not eliminate the need for
two-way dialogue. Therefore, the absence of
comprehensive budget data and documents —
including draft decisions, adopted resolutions,
reports, information on working group
meetings, and the publication and use of open
data — is particularly concerning, as this is
not an exception but rather the norm for most
regional centers,” emphasized Alona Yehorova,
Coordinator of the Budget Transparency Index
2025.

During 2025, the Community Justice Center
implemented non-donor organizational
support tools and expanded local

partnerships with police, probation, the
Central Administrative Center, and various
institutions of the Tatarbunary City Council.
The joint success was the appointment of

two judges and the resumption of judicial
proceedings in the Tatarbunary District Court.
After the Tatarbunary District Court ceased to
conduct judicial proceedings in 2023 due to
the absence of acting judges, about 94% of
visitors personally felt the absence of judges,
and about 67% of case participants were
forced to personally travel to the court of
another district. The Community Justice Center,
together with local authorities, constantly
raised the issue of the resumption of the
court’s work - in particular, the mayor’s petition
and the city council’s decision were sent to the
High Council of Justice, as well as appeals from
the Community Justice Center and community
residents.

The full-scale war has caused a sharp increase
in the number of families seeking information
about missing persons, prisoners of war

or the dead. In addition to complex legal
procedures, people also face a lack of reliable
information and a dispersal of state bodies

to which they need to turn. Since December
2025, our reception office has been helping
families of military personnel, missing persons
and veterans - from explaining procedures

to representing interests in state bodies and
courts. The largest number of applications
was received regarding the payment of due
benefits in case of injury, the possibility of
dismissal from military service due to the need
for external care for a person, and appealing
the conclusions of the military hospital
commission. In addition, the reception office
continued to work towards the implementation
of inclusive tools for documenting war crimes
and memorializing the russian - Ukrainian war,
in particular, it presented such experience at
the forum «Voices of Witnesses - Stories for
Justice».

The Intent media outlet served as an information
partner for a number of key cultural events in
southern Ukraine, including the all-Ukrainian
festival of geek culture, cosplay, anime and comics
Comic Wave, the charitable festival of Ukrainian
culture Vydelkafest, the PORT Literary Festival,
and the music and poetry festival “STUSuemos in
Odesa,” strengthening its presence in the public
space.

Intent also strengthened its role as an expert voice
in the region: over the year, the team delivered
30+ interviews and comments, including for
international media.

@ Throughout the year, the Center’s work resulted
in a number of cases of direct and indirect
influence on socially significant decisions and
processes.

@ In 2025, the Center for Public Investigations
implemented a number of thematic publication
series aimed at increasing transparency
and accountability of local authorities. In
particular, a series of materials was prepared
on the compliance of local self-government
bodies with legal requirements regarding the
disclosure of information on local budgets. A
separate focus area was the analysis of budget
expenditures aimed at supporting the Defense
Forces and urban improvement.
